SCRIPTURE READING

INTRODUCTION

Jacob is a type of Christ because:

1. JACOB WAS A SUPPLANTER (as his name signifies, he supplanted Esau);
SO JESUS CHRIST SUPPLANTED SIN AND SATAN.

2. JACOB WAS HATED AND PERSECUTED BY ESAU; SO WAS CHRIST
BY SATAN AND HIS EMMISSARIES.

3. JACOB ENDURED GREAT HARDSHIP FOR RACHEL, WHO HE
DEARLY LOVED; SO JESUS CHRIST ENDURED MANY YEARS
SORROW AND TROUBLE FOR HIS CHURCH, WHOM HE DEARLY
LOVED, THAT HE LAID DOWN HIS LIFE FOR HER SAKE.



4. JACOB WAS CALLED A PRINCE WITH GOD, HE WRESTLED LONG
AND PREVAILED, AND WAS COMFORTED IN THE END; SO ALSO
CHRIST AS THE MIGHTY PRINCE WRESTLED WITH THE FORCES
OF DARKNESS AND PREVAILED.
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
