INTRODUCTION

Melchizedek is a type of Christ because he presented bread and wine pointing to Christ’s
death (Gen.14:18).

Melchizedek is a type of Christ because he blessed Abraham (Gen.14:19).

Melchizedek is a type of Christ because he received Abraham’s tithe (Gen.14:20;
Heb.7:4).

Melchizedek is a type of Christ because his genealogy was eliminated.

Melchizedek is a type of Christ because he is called “King of Righteousness” (Heb.7:2).

Melchizedek is a type if Christ because he is called the "King of Peace" (Heb. 7:2).

Melchizedek is a type of Christ because he is a priest forever (Hebrews 7:3) as is Christ
(Hebrews 7:17).

Melchizedek is a type of Christ because his priesthood was superior to the Levitical
priesthood.
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
